Biograd was one of the most imoprtant centers of 
the Croatian Kingdom in the early Middle Ages.
During the reign of King Krešimir III., around the
year 1018 it became a capital, and around 1059 it
also became the seat of the Diocese of Biograd, as
well as the center of the old Croatian county Sidraga.
It flourished politicaly and culturally during the reign
of King Petar Krešimir IV.
The Hungarian King Koloman was crowned as a
Croatian King in Biograd in 1102.
